School Medical Care:

We have a qualified nurse available in school at all times. They will keep your child/children’s
medical records and inform you of any vaccinations etc. that are sometimes required by the
Ministry.

Please note: It is vital that you ensure that your children’s Medical/Health Card is correct and
up to date to ensure that the school doctor/nurse is able to administer the correct medication to
your child, if this should be necessary.

Please note: it is vital that your emergency contact details are with us and are updated
whenever necessary.

If your child has a small, not so serious accident in school, you will be informed by phone or
letter. If however, your child needs to visit the hospital as a result of an accident in school, you
will be notified immediately.

If your child is sick during the school day you will be contacted by the nurse to come to school to
collect him/her. Usually you would be asked to keep your child at home for at least 24 hours
following this.

Please note: You are kindly requested not to send your child to school if he/she is obviously
unwell or has a high temperature.
